The International Journal of Childbirth an official publication of the International Confederation of Midwives published an article that provides an overview of our development and achievements to date (posted on our website www.imbci.org).  In addition, we have recently developed a relationship with Harvard School of Public Health; one of their students will be visiting our demonstration site in India to assist with data collection.  We are formalizing relationships with other universities, such as the University of North Carolina, Boston University, and Johns Hopkins with others soon to be established. We have a new evidence task force that is planning to create systematic reviews on our 10 steps with a goal of publication as a World Health Organizations guide. 
Our 9 demonstrations are dedicated to change.  Our working board is dedicated to see all aspect to fruition.  Our regional and country representatives continue to 


give their time and devotion so that every mother and baby has an opportunity for a safe, healthy and emotionally fulfilling experience.  Are you dedicated too?
